To cross Bartley Road or
Bartley Rd East, use

Use the kerb drill (stop, look, listen)

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When travelling on bicycle

e Send your bicycle for regular maintenance to ensure it is
serviceable

e Ensure that the brakes are in working condition

e Use safety gear

- Wear a safety helmet to protect your head

- Use elbow pads and knee pads

- Wear proper shoes, and make sure that the laces are
always tied properly
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- look right, left, and then right again.

- Use hand signals to warn other road users and alight from the left side of the
road.

- Be extra alert at road junctions

- Stop at “Give Way” and “Stop” signs.

- Before crossing at junctions with traffic lights, check for on coming vehicles

- Ridein single file

- Hold handles with both hands

- Avoid racing
